These are items which parents/guardians pay
the school to provide or may provide
themselves, if appropriateThese items are
essential to support instruction in the standard
curriculum program and include:

A materials that the individual student takes
possssion of, such as text books and
student stationery

A materials for learning and teaching where
the student consumes or takes possessior
of the finished articles (e.g. food
technology, photography, catering)

A school uniform (where applicable)

A activities assciated with, but not part of
instruction in the standard curriculum
program, such as costs associated with
camps and excursions which all students ¢
expected to attend (e.g. transport and
entrance costs).

Note: If parents/guardians choose to provide

equivalent materials themselves, this should bt

done in consultation with the school, and items
should meet the specifications provided by the

school. However, there are some items (e.g.

food provisions foFood Technology) which,

due to their nature, canmly be provided by the
school.

Optional Extras

These are items provided in addition to the standar
curriculum program, and are offered to all students.
They are provided on a uspays basis and if
parents/guardians choose to access them for

students, they will be required to pay for them.

These items include:

instructional support material, resources and
administration in addition to the standard curriculun
program

(e.g. student computer printing for personal use)

A extracurricular programs or activities offered in
addition to the standard curriculum program
(e.g. instrumental music)

A schootbased performances, productions and
events

A materials for subjects where the payment soug
is the difference between the basic
materials/services required for access to the
standard curriculum program and higher cost
alternatives which may be more desirable (e.g.
the use of more expensive materials)

A materials and services offered in addition to the
standard curriculum program (@ school
magazines)

A Schoofacilities and equipment not associated
with providing the standard curriculum program
and not otherwise provided for through the SRF
(e.g. student accident insurance, and hire or
lease of equipment such as musical instrunsnt

Voluntary financial contributions

Parents/guardians, or anyone else, can be invited to mg
a donation to the school for the following purposes:

A contributions to a building trust fund or contributions
to a library trust fund (these trust funds are approve
by the Australian Taxation Office and are tax
deductible)

A Contributionsfor a specific purpose identified by the
school (e.g. equipment, mateis or services) in
addition to those funded through the SRP.
